Apart 
from the tower, the Qutub Minar complex comprises of 
the Quwwat-us-Islam Mosque (the first mosque built in 
India), a 7 metre high iron pillar, and the tomb of 
Iltutmish, Ala'i-Darwaza and the Ala'l Minar.
