Mehbooba Mufti has marked out her ideological territory and
is playing rather single-mindedly to her electoral constituency.
The question then becomes: Where does that leave her ally
and coalition partner in the State Government, the BJP? Critics
of the party have made the usual allegations about the fishes
and loaves of office being the reason the BJP is still supporting
the PDP but that is in the main, though there surely would be
some at the individual level who would love to continue enjoy-
ing the perks of office, a load of rubbish. Anecdotal evidence
from across the country suggests the BJP's electoral prospects
are being damaged, rather than enhanced, by the tie-up with
the PDP especially in recent months with the spike in terror
attacks in Jammu and Kashmir and the optics that have come
to be identified with the PDP-BJP Government given Mehbooba
Mufti's utterances. ]

In
India, girls are socially mandated to seek their final settle-
ment phase in their husband’s home. The girl is taken to
belong to someone else’s family and not for her own fam-
ily to keep from the time that she is born. So naturally any
investment made on her would ultimately bear returns not
to her own parents as the culture propounds but to her
husband’s family in future. She is thus taken as a liability
by her own family. Besides this, her marriage requires more
spending on the part of the family in the form of dowry
and other gifts. Thus she becomes more than a liability
now. She becomes a loss making investment. In rural re-
gions, women suffer from cultural indoctrination from In-
dian traditions and customs even more acutely. Having less
exposure to education and an absolute lack of scope for
cultivating rational and critical thinking, these women find
themselves lacking the will or ideological weapons (free-
dom, human rights) for resistance to a dictated fate. As a
result, they end up in limiting roles throughout their lives.
