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Height Of Hypocrisy
Presidents Donald J Trump and Xi Jinping may have

more in common than we previously thought; on the evi-
dence of the statement issued by Beijing on Thursday
after one-on-one talks between the two leaders, it ap-
pears on the surface that both the US and Chinese Presi-
dents are delusional. For, they apparently discussed how
to fight terror and uphold peace and stability in South
Asia without any reference to taking on or even putting
any real pressure on Pakistan and its homegrown terror
factory which has become a prime recruiting ground for
global jihad and, of course, the font of its low-intensity
war against India in Jammu & Kashmir. That the Sino-US
pledge to fight terror comes at a time when Beijing has,
for the fourth time in a row, thrown a technical spanner
in the efforts of the United Nations Security Council to
designate Pakistan-based Jaish-e-Mohammed radical
cleric Maulana Masood Azhar as a global terrorist and
follows on the heels of its refusal to censure Hizbul
Mujahideen chief Syed Salahuddin makes the so-called
anti-terror vow laughable.  But New Delhi has nothing to
laugh about. Given Trump’s propensity to cut deals in
what he perceives to be the US interest and Xi’s clear
focus after the 19th Congress of the Chinese Communist
Party on augmenting Chinese hegemonic ambitions in
Asia, India would be well advised not to dismiss the
meeting between the two leaders in Beijing as a photo-
op followed by the usual grand-sounding declarations
which amount to nothing.

Himachal Poll Campaign Hits New Lows

Compassion And Care: Two Faces Of The Same Coin
Compassion, one of the

noblest of human emotions,
and caring, frequently its
manifestation, cut across so-
cial strata. Two recent events
in Delhi once again under-
lined this perennial truth. The
first had at its centre Pratima
Devi, a rag-picker who cares
for 400 dogs in the region of
PVR Anupam in Saket. The
other occurred at the high-
end residential complex of
World Spa in Gurugram. In
the first instance, the shack
in which Pratima Devi lived,
and from which she cared for
her canines, was demolished
by South Delhi Municipal Cor-
poration on October 30. She,
however, continues to live
there, in a make-shift apol-
ogy of a shelter, as she would
not leave them.

Winter is approaching and
she is worried. The flimsy
shelter will not keep the knife-
edged winds out. Nor will it
help when heavy rains are
blown in by the winds. Ad-
versity, however, is not new
to her. Married at the age of
seven to a man more than 10
years older, and who often
returned home drunk and
beat her, life was not happy.
Finally, she left him and
moved away from Nandigram
in Midnapore in West Bengal
where they lived. After many
vicissitudes, she landed in
Delhi in the early 1980s with
her two sons. Settling down
in the PVR Anupam complex,
building a new life and con-
tinuing to look after dogs as
she did in Nandigram. Slowly,
their numbers grew to the
present strength of 400.

While many people in the

neighbourhood have helped
her in her noble mission,
some, animal haters, and
those who view most poor as
actual or potential criminals,
have been harassing her. One
of them is suspected to have
got her shack set on fire caus-
ing her burn injuries and kill-
ing several of her dogs. No
action was taken against any-
one.

She, however, stayed on
and continued to care for her
dogs. She is doing so now.
All who value compassion and
caring, must give her every
assistance they can. And they
must also congratulate all in-
volved in the providential res-
cue of a two-month old puppy
— brought home from the
streets with a broken leg —
which fell from the 17th to the
14th floor of Tower B6 at
World Spa West. A little after
8:30 pm on November 3, the
puppy, Bernie, apparently, in
an adventurous and celebra-
tory mood after dinner and
the removal of the plaster on
her leg following the healing
of the fracture, decided to
have a peek down the hole
leading to a shaft in the build-
ing going down to the ground
floor.

Curiosity cost her dear.
While what she did is un-
known, the end result was
that she fell into the shaft and
went down. Her disappear-
ance was first noticed by
Zoha, a passionate animal
lover, who frantically called
her parents, Anju and Arjun
Srivastava who, besides
Bernie, had three other local
canines and two beagles as
pets. After running through

several possibilities, they con-
cluded that she must have
gone down the shaft. Arjun,
his son, Viramaditya and
nephew Armaan, rushed
downstairs to the guards’
room to seek help. The
guards, in turn, alerted the
maintenance staff who
swung into action. Figuring
out that the base of the shaft
was in the ground floor lobby,
they made a hole in the wall
to reach it only to find that
there was no puppy.

They then went up to the
17th floor balcony form
where Bernie had fallen and
broke stone slabs to reach the
shaft. That done, they flashed
a torch and, fortunately, could
see her below. Lowering a
string tied to a stone to meas-
ure, they found that it was
35 feet to where she was,
which meant it was the 14th
floor and by the balcony of
the flat in which Deepa and
Sunil Mohindra lived.

They were out at dinner
at another apartment which,
as luck could have it, was also
in World Spa West. Receiv-
ing a call from the guards’
room that a dog had fallen
down the shaft and that they
needed to return to their flat
for it to be recovered, they
rushed back. Members of the
maintenance staff who were
waiting, said they would have
to break a part of the wall to
reach the shaft. They agreed
immediately. But it was, as
Sunil Mohindra put it, “a tricky
job”, as they had to locate the
precise spot where Bernie
was. The maintenance staff
went up again and lowered a
line attached to a stone and

found that it was, indeed, 35
feet.

To reach her, they had to
remove a stone slab meas-
uring three feet by two feet
to get at the tower’s cement
and concrete wall and make
an opening through it. In all
this, they had to be very care-
ful — and also very lucky —
to ensure that no part of the
wall or the plaster fell on
Bernie, killing her. Proceed-
ing with extreme caution,
they removed the stone slab
and began hammering on the
wall. After a while, when the
wall had thinned somewhat,
they could hear Bernie whim-
pering. She was alive! Now
the task was to bring her out
alive!

A hole was made through
which a hand could go in and
light from a torch showed
were she was. The hole, how-
ever, was not big enough for
her to be taken out. One
member of the maintenance

stuff held on to the puppy
when the hammering re-
sumed — both to reassure
her and ensure that she did
not slide further down if the
wires and rubber pipes she
stood on, began subsiding
under the impact of the ham-
mer blows! Finally, the puppy
was out and, to everyone’s
relief, it looked all right ex-
cept being in a state of shock.

What happened was a
miracle. But it could happen
because people cared. Arjun
Srivastava, Vikramaditya
and Armaan were on their
toes until around midnight
when the puppy was res-
cued. Deepa and Suni l
Mohindra did not think twice
before agreeing to have
their wall broken. And the
maintenance staff did much
more than travel that pro-
verbial extra mile. Concern
for the puppy, this writer
was told, was writ large on
their faces as they worked

feverishly; so were joy and
relief after taking her out
alive. More, while they ham-
mered in relay in Mohindras’
apartment, one held his
hand on the other side of
the wall, taking the full
shock of each impact, to
prevent pieces of plaster,
that might be broken, fall-
ing on Bernie.

All of them — Raju Sah
(superv i sor- techn ica l ) ,
Sandeep (electrician), Sukul
Das (electrician), Anwar
Hussain ( l i f t  operator),
Netra Pal and Manoj (both
plumbers), Brijesh (fire
technician), Surendar (su-
pervisor-security) and Madal
Lal (security officer) — de-
serve a huge round of
cheers, as does the Board
of Management, headed by
Siddharth Gupta, president,
and represented on the spot
by Vineesh, without whose
support none of all this
would have been possible.

While all eyes are on the
outcome of the Gujarat As-
sembly poll on December 18,
(the home State of Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and
BJP chief Amit Shah), the tiny
mountain State of Himachal
Pradesh is no less important,
politically.

If the ruling Congress re-
tains power this year, it would
give a big moral boost to the
party. And if it is a win for the
BJP, it would mean that the
winning streak for the party
continues. So, stakes are high
for both parties  which have
been traditionally alternating
in power in the State.

It is, in fact, a direct fight
as there is no third factor, like

former Telecom Minister Sukh
Ram Sharma’s Himachal
Vikas Congress in 1998 and
2003 and the Bahujan Samaj
Party in 2007, which fielded
candidates in almost every
seat. In 2012, again, there
was another party, the
Himachal Lokhit Party, started
by former State BJP president
Maheshwar Singh.

Unable to find any strong
leader to replace Chief Min-
ister Virbhadra Singh, the
Congress has projected the
83-year-old warhorse as its
chief ministerial face. Singh
has proved his worth over the
past five decades but will he
hold sway in the State? He is
fighting a battle for survival

and also to establish  his son
Vikramaditya Singh, who is
contesting from Shimla rural.

While the Congress has
been concentrating on its re-
emergence in Gujarat,
Himachal Pradesh has been
left to the mercy of Virbhadra
Singh, who is facing corrup-
tion charges in the Delhi High
Court.

The Chief Minister has
been campaigning single-
handedly, conducting 15 to 20
meetings in two to three con-
stituencies almost every day.
Singh is old and facing strong
anti-incumbency.

Second, the campaign has
been a very low profile. Third,
senior Congress leaders seem

to have given a miss to visit
the State. Except three ral-
lies by Congress vice presi-
dent Rahul Gandhi and fre-
quent visits by former Union
Minister Anand Sharma, who
hails from the State, the cam-
paign has been really pa-
thetic.

The Congress does not
even have a war room and
Singh is not willing to spend
money for a losing State. This
has led to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi making snide
remarks in his campaign ral-
lies (he has done seven ral-
lies so far). Taking a dig at
the Congress, Modi  said, “No
senior congress leader came
here to campaign… They
have the left the field leaving
everything on fate”.

The BJP, on the other
hand, has nominated former
Chief Minister Prem Kumar
Dhumal as its chief ministe-

rial face. The tilting of the
dominant Rajput votes, (38
per cent) towards Singh led
to a last-minute decision to
declare Dhumal as the chief
ministerial candidate.

Dhumal is also in his sev-
enties. He is fighting his bat-
tle for survival as he had been
sidelined after his defeat in
the 2012 Assembly poll. In-
terestingly, both Singh and
Dhumal are seeking re-elec-
tion from new seats and that
is not going to be easy for
them.

With no dearth of funds,
the BJP has electrified its
campaign, blending tradi-
tional rallies, newspaper ad-
vertisements, spots on radio
and television as well as vis-
ible social media campaign to
woo voters. It has several
vehicles mounted with huge
television screens for cam-
paign and street plays. It is

also building an alternative
narrative to the Congress poll
campaign, touting the Prime
Minister as its mascot.

Personal attacks and
negative campaign dominate
the elections in Himachal
Pradesh. Contenders, who
had alternated for two dec-
ades in power, have tailored
their respective campaigns
around corruption scandals
against each other. The con-
test hinges on the twin-poll
planks of corruption and de-
velopment. Both sides have
fielded millionaires as data
shows that out of the 338
candidates in the fray, 158
(47 per cent) are crorepatis.
Dhumal is also battling the
party’s decision to field more
than two dozen candidates
with criminal cases.
