President of India inaugurates
Global Clubfoot Conference

The President of India,
Shri Ram Nath Kovind, inau-
gurated the Global Clubfoot
Conference being organised
by the CURE India in partner-
ship with the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare,
Government of India, in New
Delhi today (November 1,
2017).

Speaking on the occasion,
the President said that
clubfoot is one of the most
common orthopaedic birth
defects. It can cause perma-
nent disability if not treated
early. This affects the child’s
mobility and confidence. In-
evitably, education and
schooling suffer – and the
child cannot fulfil his or her
potential.

The President said that in
India the burden of disability
affects more than 10 million
people. The differently-abled
or Divyang as we call them
deserve equal opportunities
in all avenues of l ife.
Mainstreaming their social
and professional experience
is a commitment for all of us.
Having said that, many of
these disabilities are prevent-
able or curable – which is of-
ten forgotten. Prevention,
treatment and
mainstreaming have to go in
parallel.

The President said India

is proud to have eradicated
new cases of poliomyelitis.
Polio was once a serious
cause of loco-motor disabil-
ity, but over the past six years
we have not had a single case
of paralytic poliomyelitis. This
has been a major milestone
in the history of public health
not only in India but globally.
It must motivate us to work
towards eliminating other
disabilities and other dis-
eases and take on the chal-
lenge of clubfoot.

The President said he was
happy to note that public
hospitals are partnering with
CURE International India to
reach out to as many chil-
dren as possible. The pro-
gramme is now active in 29
states of India. He stated
that despite these successes,
we cannot ignore that at the
current rate only 8,000 fresh
cases are brought into the
ambit of treatment every
year. This is a small number
if one considers the 50,000
children who are born annu-
ally in India with clubfoot. In
2022, India completes 75
years of its Independence. It
should be a national resolve
that by then every child born
with clubfoot gets access to
treatment services as soon
as the condition is diag-
nosed.

Cabinet approves amendment in the National
Council for Teacher Education Act, 1993

The Union Cabinet chaired
by the Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi has given its
approval for introduction of a
Bill in Parliament to amend
the National Council for
Teacher Education Act, 1993,
namely the National Council
for Teacher Education
(Amendment) Act, 2017 to
grant retrospective recogni-
tion to the Central/State/Uni-
versities who are found to be
conducting teacher education
courses without NCTE per-
mission.

The amendment seeks to
grant retrospective recogni-
tion to the Central/State/Un-
ion Territory funded Institu-
tions/Universities conducting
Teacher Education Courses
without NCTE recognition till
the academic year 2017-
2018. The retrospective rec-
ognition is being given as a
onetime measure so as to
ensure that the future of the
students passed out/enrolled
in these institutions are not
jeopardized.

The amendment will
make students studying in
these Institutions/Universi-
ties, or already passed out
from here, eligible for em-

ployment as a teacher. With
a view to achieve above men-
tioned benefits, Deptt. of
School Education & Literacy,
Ministry of Human Resource
Development has brought
about this amendment.

All institutions running
Teacher Education Courses
such as B.Ed. and D.El.Ed.
have to obtain recognition
from the National Council for
Teacher Education under sec-
tion 14 of the NCTE Act. Fur-
ther, the courses of such rec-
ognised Institutions/Universi-
ties have to be permitted
under section 15, of the NCTE
Act.

NCTE wrote to all Central
Universities and /State
Obvernrnents / State Univer-
sities / District Institutes of
Education and Training
(DIETs) informing them
about the legal provisions
making it mandatory to seek
prior permission for starting
Teacher Education Courses
and giving them time till 31-
03-2017 to inform NCTE if
any such Institution/Univer-
sity is running a course with-
out permission of NCTE, for
a one-time resolution of past
issues.

Commerce & Industry Minister visits
Cuba to explore bilateral trade and
investment opportunities in Latin
American and Caribbean regions

The Minister for Com-
merce and Industry Shri
Suresh Prabhu visited Cuba
from October 28 to 31 to ex-
plore opportunities to tap the
huge untapped potential, for
not only bilateral trade but
also investment in the Latin
American and Caribbean re-
gions. It has been the strat-
egy to pursue new markets
to expand India's trade foot-
print and targets to double
trade with the Latam and
Caricom region in the next 4
to 5 years. With the Carib-
bean region, India’s bilateral
trade was US$ 1755 million
in 2016-17, constituting only
7.16 percent of India’s trade
with the Latin American and
Caribbean region. India has
always enjoyed a good politi-
cal relationship with Cuba,
with India being one of the
first countries to recognise
the regime after the Revolu-
tion. The visit of the Com-
merce & Industry Minister
was to leverage this age old
political relationship to en-
hance the economic and
commercial ties between the
two countries. The Minister
met almost the entire top
leadership in Cuba including
the First Vice President Mr.
Miguel Diaz-Canel Bermudez
Mario, Vice President and
Minister of Economic Affairs
and Planning Mr. Ricardo
Cabrisas Ruiz, Minister of For-
eign Trade and Investment
Mr. Rodrigo Malmierca Diaz,

Minister of Energy and Mines
Mr. Alfredo Lopez Valdes, Min-
ister of Industries Mr. Salva-
dor Pardo Cruz and also the
President of the Cuban
Chamber of Commerce. The
First Vice President Mr. Miguel
Diaz attached historic impor-
tance to this visit saying that
‘India has a prominent role
in global dynamics” and
aligned with the Minister for
Commerce & Industries’
proposition of an integrated
approach in multilateral or-
ganisations and environmen-
tal issues. Considering the
overwhelming support and
warmth in the meetings, a
spontaneous decision was
taken to take the next step
in this econmic engagement
in the form of an MoU be-
tween the Federation of In-
dian Exporters Organisation
(FIEO) and the Cuban Cham-
ber of Commerce. The MoU
priorities six sectors for bilat-
eral trade and investments.
These are Pharmaceuticals,
Tourism, Renewable Energy,
Bio Technology, Sugar and
Infrastructure development.
Similar MoUs were later
signed with Barbados and
Guyana. Shri Prabhu also
leveraged this opportubity to
meet his counterpart from
Haiti, Mr. Pierre Marie du
Meny and the Barbados Min-
ister of Industry, International
Business, Commerce and
Small Business Development,
Mr. Donville Inniss.

Cabinet approves revised price of ethanol under EBP for the Public Sector Oil Marketing Companies
The Cabinet Committee

on Economic Affairs chaired
by the Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi, has approved
the revision in the price of
ethanol under Ethanol
Blended Petrol (EBP) Pro-
gramme for supply to the
Public Sector Oil Marketing
Companies. The revised price
of ethanol would be fixed at

Rs.40.85/- per litre under EBP
and will be applicable for the
forthcoming sugar season
2017-18. GST and transpor-
tation charges will also be
payable additionally. The re-
vised price will be applicable
during ethanol supply period
from 1st December 2017 to
30th November, 2018.

The approval will facilitate

the continued policy of the
Government in providing
price stability and remunera-
tive prices for ethanol suppli-
ers. It will also help in reduc-
ing dependency on crude oil
imports, saving in foreign
exchange and benefits to the
environment.

Background:
In order to augment the

supply of ethanol, the Gov-

ernment in December, 2014,
decided to administer the
price of ethanol under EBP
Programme. The Govern-
ment fixed the delivered price
of ethanol during ethanol
supply year 2014-15 & 2015-
16 in the range of Rs.48.50
to Rs.49.50 per litre includ-
ing Central/State Govern-
ment taxes and transporta-
tion charges. It improved sig-

nificantly the supply of etha-
nol from 38 crore litres dur-
ing ethanol supply year 2013-
14 to 111 crore litres during
2015-16.

This price was re-exam-
ined for ethanol supply year
2016-17 in the context of
firming of sugar prices and
falling crude prices and con-

sequent under-recoveries of
OMCs. The Ex-Mill price was
revised to Rs.39/- per litre.
Additionally, Central/State
Government taxes and trans-
portation charges were pay-
able. It is estimated that for
ethanol supply year 2016-17,
about 65 crore litres of etha-
nol will be procured.
