An all time record cargo handling in 2023-24 at
Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port, Kolkata since 1870

In its 154-year history,
Syama Prasad Mookerjee
Port, Kolkata (SMP Kolkata)
including Kolkata Dock System
(KDS) and Haldia Dock
Complex (HDC), achieved a
milestone in the fiscal year
2023-24 by handling 66.4
Million Metric Tonnes (MMT)
of Cargo, marking a 1.11%
increase from the previous
record of 65.66 million tonnes
moved in 2022-23. Chairman
Shri Rathendra Raman
attributed this unprecedented
throughput to a series of
strategic initiatives
implemented by the port to
enhance productivity, safety
measures, business
development, and overall
capacity util ization.
Highlighting HDC's significant
contribution, Shri Raman
noted that the complex

handled 49.54 MMT in FY
2023-24, marking its highest
cargo volume ever since its
inception and surpassing the
previous record of 48.608
MMT in FY 2022-23,
representing an increase of
1.91%. Meanwhile, KDS
managed 16.856 MMT of
cargo in 2023-24 compared to
17.052 MMT in 2022-23. The
Chairperson emphasized the
port's robust financial
performance in 2023-24,
achieving a net surplus of Rs.
501.73 crores as well, a
significant 65% growth over
the previous year's net surplus
of Rs. 304.07 crores, marking
a remarkable accomplishment.
To augment capacity of the
port, SMP Kolkata is stressing
on the PPP Projects in a big way.

A Major push for PPP
Projects: Concession awarded

by SMPK for 2 PPP projects
costing Rs 480 Crore  for
Rejuvenation of KPD-I West
(Cost Rs. 181.81 crores) and
Mechanization of Berth no. 2 at
HDC (Cost 298.28 Crore) which
could lead to Incremental
Capacity Addition of 6.78 MMT
(approx.) Three more projects
(Berth No 5 for HDC,
Strengthening & Mechanization
of Berth no. 7 & 8 NSD and
Floating Crane at Diamond
Harbour at a cost of Rs 1160
crore, incremental capacity of
4.5 MMT) are likely to reach
Award stage by 2024-25.

IS-KP attack or false
flag: Conspiracy clouds
Moscow terror carnage
The grisliest and goriest

spectacle that unfolded in
Russia on 22 March since the
2004 Beslan school siege is
turning out to be a conspiracy
conundrum. Four gunmen
killed around 140
concertgoers and wounded
another 180 at the Crocus City
Hall, in Krasnogorsk, Moscow.
The �Tajik� gunmen, arrested
along with seven others the
next day, were charged with
murder and produced at the
Basmanny district court in
Moscow on 24 March. The IS-
KP took responsibility for the
attack on Telegram, followed
by the release of a
photograph  of the attackers
and graphic  bodycam footage
showing them firing at the
audience amid scattered
bodies. Islamic State-
Khorasan Province angle
Formed in eastern
Afghanistan in late 2014, the
IS-KP derived its title from the
ancient caliphate in the region
once comprising areas of
Afghanistan, Iran, Pakistan
and Turkmenistan. Disgruntled
Tehreek-e-Taliban-e-Pakistan
members and local fighters
with allegiance to Abu Bakr al-
Baghdadi�killed by United
States (US) Delta Force and
Rangers in October 2019�
formed the group with vitriolic
hatred towards the US,
Europe, Russia, Israel and the
Taliban. The IS targeted
Russia earlier as well.
Vladimir Putin�s military
intervention in Syria in
September 2015 has killed
hundreds of IS members in
Raqqa, Deir ez-Zor Aleppo,
Idlib and other cities and
provinces. Besides, Russia is
an ally of the Taliban and Iran.
The IS-KP was responsible for
a deadly suicide bombing at
the Russian embassy in Kabul
in 2022. In October 2015,
Metrojet Flight 9268, an
international chartered
passenger flight operated by
Russian airline Kogalymavia,
blew above northern Sinai.
The IS�s Sinai Branch claimed
responsibility for the attack.
The IS also has a Caucasus
branch called the Islamic
State-Caucasus Province (IS-
CP). Though defeated
militarily in 2017, it has some
active lone-wolf members.
Most of the IS-CP�s prominent
and  active members belonged
to the North Caucasus , in
southern Russia. Around
30,000 foreign fighters who
joined the IS were from the
former USSR with the largest
percentage from Russia,
especially from Chechnya and
Dagestan. However, the IS
was too fast to take
responsibility for the concert
hall attack. The group usually
takes responsibility for attacks
after the fate of its attackers
is confirmed. Besides, why
weren�t the terrorists wearing
suicide vests or belts, the
standard practice before
undertaking a daring operation
like this? Wouldn�t it have
been logical for them to blow
themselves up instead of
getting caught and brutally
tortured? A sequence of

events beginning in early
March also raises suspicion. In
the first week of March,
Russian security forces
claimed to have  killed six IS
members  in North Caucasus.
The US Embassy in Moscow
warned of a terrorist attack  in
the Capital on March 7 and
urged Americans in Russia to
leave immediately. Britain,
Canada, South Korea and
Latvia repeated the US
warning and urged their
citizens not to travel to Russia.
A few hours earlier the same
day, the Federal Security
Service (FSB) � foiled � an
attack on a synagogue in
Kaluga, southwest of Moscow,
by killing two IS-KP members.
A day after winning a fifth term
with a record number of votes,
Putin dismissed the US
warning  as �provocative
statements� and �outright
blackmail� on 19
March.Moscow was rocked by
the terrorist attack three days
later. However, despite the
Cold War and its second
ongoing phase, there has been
no history or evidence of the
CIA killing Russians in their
homeland and the KGB (now
FSB) targeting Americans in
their country.  It won�t be
surprising if Moscow directly
blames Washington
tomorrow. Russian Foreign
Ministry spokeswoman Maria
Zakharova has already alleged
that the US is trying to � cover
itself  and the [Volodymyr]
Zelensky regime they created
with the scarecrow of the
outlawed ISIS�.  In an article
in the Komsomolskaya Pravda
newspaper, she wrote:
�Attention, a question for the
White House: Are you sure it
was ISIS? Won�t you change
your mind later?�  �The
American political engineers
cornered themselves with their
tales that the Crocus City Hall
attack was carried out by the
ISIS terror group,� she wrote.
Referring to the US backing
the Mujahideen against Soviet-
era Red Army in Afghanistan
in the 1980s, she alleged,
�Considering the international
legal ban on direct
interventions, it is also about
sowing a �controlled chaos�
and reshaping world order by
the hands of terrorists�. Within
hours after the attack, social
media was flooded with
allegations of CIA and MI-6
involvement. The Kremlin�s
Doppelgänger bot network on
X started spreading fake news
that the US, MI-6 and Ukraine
were responsible for the attack
and denounced the American
claim of IS-KP�s involvement.
The network, also called
Recent Reliable News, is
infamous for targeting the
West by disseminating fake
narratives and sowing discord.
In February 2022, EU
DisinfoLab, an independent
non-profit organisation that
gathers knowledge and
expertise on disinformation in
Europe, reported that
Doppelgänger aimed to sow
discord  among countries
supporting Ukraine in the war
and accuse Kyiv of Nazism.

ECI directs Chief Secretaries and Director General of Police of all States/UTs and heads of central
agencies to ensure peaceful and inducement free General Elections 2024

The Election Commission
of India today convened a
crucial meeting with all
States/UTs to review and
assess the law and order
situation, prevention of illicit
activities, seizures and strict
vigil across inter-state and
international borders in the
ongoing General Elections to
Lok Sabha and State
Legislative Assemblies 2024
for a free, fair, peaceful and
inducement free elections.
The purpose of the combined
review was to bring all
concerned stakeholders
together on the same platform
for a seamless coordination
and cooperation amongst
officials of the neighboring
states/UTs along with central
agencies guarding the
borders. The Commission, in
detail, reviewed critical issues
pertaining to each State/UT.

The meeting chaired by
Chief Election Commissioner
Shri Rajiv Kumar along with

ECs Shri Gyanesh Kumar and
Shri Sukhbir Singh Sandhu
was attended by top officials
from States/UTs and central
agencies guarding the
borders.

CEC Rajiv Kumar in his
opening remarks underscored
Commission�s commitment to
ensuring free, fair, peaceful,
and inducement-free
elections, and called upon all
stakeholders to work together
seamlessly to uphold the
integrity of the electoral
process and ensure level
playing field. He directed
States/UTs to ensure that
every voter can exercise their
right to vote without fear or
intimidation. CEC Shri Kumar
called on all States/UTs and
agencies to convert their
�resolve� into concrete �actions�
for a free, fair, peaceful and
intimidation-free elections.

Key issues discussed
during the meeting included
the need for enhanced

coordination among
neighboring States/UTs,
diligent deployment of CAPF
provided adequately in all
States/UTs; logistical support
for movement and transport
on CAPF personnel in
bordering poll going State/UT;
identification and monitoring
of  flashpoints in border areas
that may have ramifications on
the election process;
preemptive measures to
address communal tensions
based on past experiences,
and the imperative of securing
porous borders against illegal
activities. The Commission
underscored the importance
of strict vigilance to curb the
movement of contraband
items, including narcotics,
liquor, arms, and explosives
across international borders.
Directed for identification of
exit and entry points for
movement of liquor and cash
along the borders, curbing of
illegal Ganja cultivation in
some states. The Commission
reviewed support from Indian
Air force and state civil aviation
department for sorties to ferry
polling teams in challenging
regions of 11 states like
Arunachal Pradesh,
Chhattisgarh, Maharashtra.
Directions were given for
adequate security measures
to safeguard political
functionaries and candidates
based on threat perception,
particularly in states like
Chhattisgarh and Jammu &
Kashmir.  The recent violence

and turmoil in Manipur and
ramifications in conduct of
peaceful elections were also
addressed, with the
Commission urging swift
action to assist Internally
Displaced Persons and ensure
their participation in the
electoral process. The
following general directions
were given: Law & Order
related Integrated check posts
at International and Inter state
borders for strict surveillance

Sharing of Intelligence on
criminals and antisocial
elements between bordering
districts Sealing of inter-state
borders for preventing bogus
voting during last 48 hours

Regular inter-state
coordination meetings of
border districts

Intensify patrolling on
inter-state border districts by
state police Additional nakas
to be set up at strategic
locations in coordination with
bordering states. Seal inter-
state border on poll day Excise
Commissioners of bordering
states/UTs to ensure checking
of genuineness of the permits,
surprise checks of liquor shops
especially in border districts.

It empowers CGHS beneficiaries with convenient access to essential
healthcare features right at their fingertips.

The myCGHS iOS app is developed by the technical teams of
the National Informatics Centre (NIC) Himachal Pradesh and NIC
Health Team.
