On checking,
police found a black bag in
which Idrish was carrying the
drug. Police then arrested
him. “Police had specific
information about Idrish that
he was coming in a bus. But
he got down before the check-
post. Even then police nabbed
him due to their alertness,”
said city police commissioner
Ajay Tomar. “Such operations
are the result of watching the
suspects for several weeks.
But each such operation sends
a message to the drug
syndicates that police will
catch them,” added Tomar.

The accused informed
police that he was given the
drug consignment by one
Shehbaz in Mumbai.

Surat: Persistent sore throat
a killjoy after celebrations

SURAT: While the
festive spirit is yet to die down,
viral infection and illnesses
common associated with
weather change, and
persistent sore throat for over
two weeks in particular, have
proved to be killjoys for the
revellers post Diwali.

Residents in the
diamond city have been
complaining of persistent
throat infection including pain
and itching along with fever.
Normally associated with cold
and cough, sore throat
continues for four to five days
but prolonged soreness now
has kept patients on
tenterhooks fearing other
health issues.

After 10 days of sore
throat, City Light area
resident, Vishwa Patel
approached her doctor after
her various home remedies
failed. “I was worried after I
had mild fever too. I
approached a doctor who
suggested medication as the
soreness continued for over a
week and was creating
problems during routine
festivities,” she said.

Patel developed a lump
in the outer layer of her neck
as wel l which, however,
subsided with medication. Not
only Patel, but a number of
other patients also are
approaching doctors with
similar complaints.

“Sore throat is related

to viral infection and due to
change in weather and other
factors, an increase in
infection is common. The
main reasons for prolonged
sore throat infection is dust
and smoke. People clean and
burst firecrackers thereby

exposing themselves to dust
and smoke,” said Dr Vinod
Shah, a general practitioner.
Doctors claim that eating a
variety of food besides
travelling also adds to the
continued health problems.
Dr Prashant Desai, a senior
ENT surgeon stated that
patients who failed to consult
a doctor soon after developing
symptoms are complaining of
persistent sore throats. “We
can see a sudden rise in such
cases as people were too
cautious for the past two
years but now started leading
routine lives. Cleaning during
Diwali and eating unhealthy
food too can cause these
issues,” he said, adding that
antibiotic resistance is
another major concern that
causes persistent illnesses.

VMC razes makeshift
pedestrian bridge

Vadodara: Close on the
heels of the Morbi bridge
tragedy, the Vadodara
Municipal Corporation (VMC)
razed a makeshift pedestrian
bridge that was erected by the
residents of a settlement in
the Kasamala Kabrastan area
near Nagarwada, on
Wednesday to prevent similar
accident in the future.

The bridge was utilized
by the residents of around 20
to 25 dwellings located on one
side of the storm water drain
to cross over to the other side.
The bridge was constructed
using pipes, angles, planks
and other loose materials.

The residents informed
Atul Gamechi, an activist,
about the bridge while
highlighting their situation.
“The only alternative route is
long and that too passing
through thick vegetation.
Again, walking along the
storm water drain is also risky

as there are crocodiles,”
Gamechi told TOI.

The VMC swung into
action on Tuesday night and
cleared the vegetation along
the drain to provide a safe
passage for the residents. The
next morning, the VMC
officials along with workers
went to the spot again and
brought the bridge down on
Wednesday. Assistant
municipal commissioner
(north zone) of VMC, Jignesh
Gohil, said that the bridge
provided the residents a
shortcut. “These residents
have to go to the other side of
the storm water drain daily for
their work and other needs.
While they can choose to avoid
the bridge, it will mean taking
the longer route to reach these
places,” he said. The residents
objected to the dismantling of
the bridge, but the police
intervened and the bridge was
brought down amid protests.

12 IPS officers transferred

Surat: Info slip to be given 7 days in advance
SURAT: District officials will

ensure that each voter in the
city and district receive their
voter information slip seven
days before the polling on
December 1. It will make the
voting process smooth for the
voter as all important details
will be mentioned in the slip.
Compared to 2017, this time

the number of registered
voters has been increased by
7.25 lakh in the district.
According to district election
officials, the increase in the
number of voters in the district
is 18 per cent. In the 16
constituencies of the district,
a total of 47.39 lakh voters are
registered of which 25.46 lakh

are men, 21.92 lakh are
women and 159 are third
gender. Among the voters,
23,859 are above 80 years old
and 423 are divyang voters. In
this election, 36,556 are first-
time voters. Each constituency
will have seven all-women
polling booths, one booth
managed by divyang people.

Container poll booth
for Aliabet voters
Surat: For the first time

residents of Al iabet in
Bharuch will be able to
exercise their franchise in the
assembly election from near
their home. A polling booth
has been set up for the
island’s 217 voters in a
shipping container.

Earlier, these residents
were forced to travel several
kilometres by boat as Aliabet
turns into an island during
high tide or heavy rain. After
the water recedes, the
connecting road is available
for use but the distance is
long and tiring.

The booth that will have
a toilet will generate its own
power supply through solar
panels and will accommodate
a team of polling staff and
security personnel as well.

“There will be desks,
chairs, light, fan and drinking

water facility in the booth. It
has all the basic facilities
required in a polling booth,”
said a Bharuch distr ict
election official. Five new
voters were added to the
total 212 registered voters,
thereby taking the total to 217
now. In the panchayat
election a tent was set up for
voters. “The proposal to set
up a temporary poll booth at
Aliabet was sent to the
election commission after
which the commission
ordered to set up the booth.
The shipping container was
transported to the spot in a
truck when the road was
available for use,” said an
off icer. “There is no
government bui lding in
Aliabet and hence, we have
to depend on a temporary
setup. The residents in
Aliabet earl ier came to
Kaladara to vote,” the official
added.

Rajkot: Student sodomized in
university hostel

RAJKOT : A horrifying case
of ragging has surfaced in a
private university of Rajkot city
with a 19-year-old student
being allegedly sodomized by
five other students after being
blackmailed with his nude
video of bathing. The incident
was reported from the hostel
of Marwadi University located
on Morbi Road and police have
detained three of the five
students. One of accused is a
minor and yet to be detained.
On October 20 night,
thevictim’s father approached
the Kuvadva Road police

station with a complaint after
his son broke down before the
family and narrated his
ordeal. Two days ago, the boy
contacted his elder sister and
pleaded that he did not want
to stay in the hospital. She
sensed something fishy and
informed her father. When the
two went to meet him on
Thursday, he broke down and
revealed the gory details of
ragging. The complaint states
that three of them had
recorded his nude video last
month while he was bathing.
They threatened to circulate

the video on social media if he
did not follow their
instructions. Four of the
accused then gave him three
options, chop his private part,
chop his ears or jump from the
hostel's terrace. When the
victim started crying and
pleading with them, the
accused then told himthat
they had another option which
he should agree to. According
to the FIR details, they
allegedly forced him to
undress and applied sanitizer,
honey and powder on his
anus.

Sunset ride: Ropeway operator
booked in Gujarat

RAJKOT: The forest
department has filed an
offence against Usha Breco
Ltd, the company operating
the Girnar ropeway service in
the Junagadh district. The
offence was filed a couple of
days ago for operating
ropeway after sunset, which
is in violation of Wildlife
Protection Act. The forest
department filed a first offence
report (FOR) against
responsible persons of the
company after issuing notice
to the company twice.

According to the FOR, the
Girnar ropeway falls under the
sanctuary area and as per
rules, nobody is allowed
before sunrise and after
sunset in the protected area.

The firm Usha Breco Ltd
was slapped with notice twice
before the forest department
registered a FOR against it
under section 27 of the Wildlife
Protection Act. The firm could
be fined under the provisions
of the Act. According to the
forest officials, the company
in reply to the notices had

stated that they had stopped
the ropeway operations on
time. But because of the rush
people who had gone up the
Girnar mountain got delayed,
hence they had to operate the
ropeway after sunset to bring
them back.However, the forest
officials argued that the
company needed to manage
the timings according to the
rush.Talking to TOI, deputy
conservator of forests in
Junagadh Akshay Joshi said,
"The company has endangers
the safety of the people."
