The
screening will include testing
people for temperature as
well as oxygen levels using
oximeter, additional chief
secretary (home) Awanish
Awasthi said , adding that CM
Yogi Adityanath has stressed
that the screening should be
"effective" and be carried out
in such a way that all possible
geographical areas, including

all wards in urban areas as
well as all villages should be
covered.

The move to step up
screening comes alongside
the state government's
ongoing program of targeted
random sampling which
focused on conducting
random tests in old age
homes, child care centers,
Nari Niketans, villages of
migrants last week and will
now test people with high
mobility like delivery
personnel, vendors and
roadside dhaba owners.
Targeted random sampling is
being conducted within groups

that are vulnerable highly
mobile as well those staying
in closed spaces like jails, also
with an objective to spread
awareness in such centers,
principal secretary, health,
Amit Mohan Prasad said.
