5th November is observed
as the World Tsunami
Awareness Day to raise
awareness for early warnings
and actions to protect people,
save lives, and prevent the
hazard from becoming a
disaster.The word "tsunami"
comprises the Japanese
words "tsu" (meaning
harbour) and "nami" (meaning
wave). A tsunami is a series
of enormous waves created
by an underwater disturbance
usually associated with
earthquakes occurring below
or near the ocean. A tsunami
is a kind of natural disaster
which is caused due to
volcanic eruptions in the ocean
beds. Tsunamis are natural
occurrences in which a series
of powerful waves cause a
surge in water that can reach
heights of several metres.

Tsunamis occur primarily
in areas where two continents
meet. Tsunamis also happen
due to volcanic eruptions
under the ocean beds. The
Pacific Ocean is well-known
for the frequent occurrence of
tsunamis. Tsunamis cause a
lot of damage to the
environment. It destroys the

buildings, forests, livelihood,
etc. Since it is a sudden event
no one can anticipate its
occurrence.Tsunamis are rare
events but can be extremely
deadly. In the past 100 years,
58 of them have claimed more
than 260,000 lives, or an
average of 4,600 per disaster,
surpassing any other natural
hazard. Tsunami waves often
look like walls of water and can
attack the shoreline and be
dangerous for hours, with
waves coming every 5 to 60
minutes. Tsunami is defined
as a sequence of ocean waves
with a very long wavelength.
Due to the tsunami, strong
waves of water are created
and move landwards. As a
result, there is a large inland
water movement that lasts for
a long time. As a result, these
waves have a significant
destructive power. Like any
other natural disaster,
tsunamis bring massive
destruction to the
environment. The leading
cause of a tsunami is
attributable to an earthquake.
However, even volcanic
eruptions, landslides and
comets or other heavenly
bodies hitting the sea can be
a source. Japan is the country
which has recorded the most
significant number of
tsunamis. The tsunami
generated in the Indian Ocean
in the year 2004 is still
considered as the most
upsetting tsunami taking more
than two hundred thousand
lives. Tsunamis are quite rare
in occurrence as compared to
other natural disasters, but
they are equally damaging.
During the eruption of a

volcano on land, debris falls
with a great thrust into the
water body, causing the same
ripple effect. Volcanoes can be
underwater as well. All
earthquakes do not cause
tsunamis. There are four
conditions necessary for an
earthquake to cause a
tsunami: The earthquake must
occur beneath the ocean or
cause material to slide into the
ocean. The earthquake must
be strong, at Ileast
magnitude6.5 on the Richter
Scale. The earthquake must
rupture the Earth's surface
and it must occur at shallow
depth - less than 70km below
the surface of the Earth. The
earthquake must cause
vertical movement of the sea
floor. The saddest effect of a
tsunami is the loss of lives in
huge numbers. Tsunamis hit
suddenly, with almost no
warning and hence people get
no time to escape it or run
away. They drown, collapse,
are electrocuted, etc.
Tsunamis not only cause
massive destruction of life but
also degrade the environment
in a gigantic way. In order to
prevent Tsunamis, the
government can invest in
building strong and high
protective infrastructure which
can withstand the force of a
tsunami. The length should be
so tall, that the most upper
wave of the tsunami cannot
over top it. We need to
educate people and make
them aware of the effects and
impact of a tsunami is
exceptionally crucial.

5-year-old Hayan from Surat sets world record by
identifying over 50 national flags in 1 minute 45 seconds

At the age of 5, when the
child is fully focused on
sports, at this age the 5 year
old Hayan Rally in Surat
recognizes the national flags
of not 20 or 30 but more than
50 countries. Due to this
achievement, he has also
earned a place in the World
Wide Book of Records. As
soon as the national flag of
any country comes in front of
him, he says the name of the
country like a rapid fire
round.

Hayan of the Relia family
living in Vesu area of ??Surat
recognizes and names the
national flags of more than
50 countries while playing. At
such a young age he
remembers well which
country these 50 different
national flags belong to. No
one can believe seeing Hayan
that at such a young age he
knows the national flags of 50
countries of the world. By
identifying the flags of more
than 50 countries of the
world in just 1 minute 45
seconds, Haya has made the
world wide book of records.

Hayan's mother is a
teacher and she brought
many flash cards for Hayan
to play. There were also flash
cards of national flags of
many countries. He did not
know that because of this
flash card, his son would

recognize the flags of
different countries. Hayan
was not trained or reminded
to recognize the flag. While
playing flash card games, he

started identifying the
national flags of all these
countries. He played with
flash cards for 5 to 10
minutes a day and started
memorizing the national flags
of one or two countries every
day and thus came to know
the national flags of more than
50 countries of the world.
Hayan's mother Krisha
Relia said, "When he was 2
years old, I used to inform
him about the flags of different
countries. I was surprised
when he started telling me all
the flags one by one, to which
country they belonged, even
though he could not
remember the names of the
national flags of more than 30
countries. I bought a lot of
flash cards, one of which was
of the flags of different
countries of the world. After
looking at this flash card he
started to recognize the flags
of all the countries. As
parents, we are very happy
with his achievement, we

want him to recognize the
national flags of all 195
countries of the world and
this is not a big deal for him.
He didn't need to be
reminded of anything to
recognize the flag, he started
to recognize the national
flags of all the countries while
playing.

Students forced to go to

school on a muddy road
Malpur Bhatiji's Muwada village has a canal on the road and there

isafear of falling into the canal, tey wantto build a paved ad._

As many as 35 children of
Bhathiji's Muwada village in
Malpur have been forced to
walk on a muddy road. On the
one hand, the government's
education department has
given the slogan 'Sau bhane
sau aaad gaati'. Vali is also
informed so that more and
more children go to school
for studies, but the basic
facilities needed in rural
areas to go for studies are
still not reached.

35 to 40 children living in
Bhathiji's Muwada village of
Malpur are forced to walk
through the mud every day
during monsoon. To go to
Aniyor school from this
village, children have to walk
every kilometer on a dirt
road. During the monsoons,
this dirt road gets very
muddy.

Vatrak right bank canal is
located on the right side of
this road. Between the canal
and the road, about one and
a half feet is maintained. If
the students go through that
embankment, there is a
possibility of putting them in

the canal. Last year, a girl fell
into the canal while walking
on the embankment near the
canal and died. So the
students are forced to walk
through the mud. If you walk
a kilometer in mud, there is
a danger of disease due to the
dirt. Skin diseases also occur.
Currently Chandipura virus is
running. In such a situation
children are being harassed.
When the future of tomorrow
is very worried, Bhathiji's
Muwada village demands that
a paved road be built.

Due to the lack of paved
road in the village, the
villagers also submitted an
application to the District
Collector. The District
Collector informed the
Irrigation Department to start
the work immediately but no
work was done by the
Irrigation Department. Health
services like 108 do not reach
the village due to inconvenient
roads in the village. Due to
which the villagers have to
suffer. Thus, they have
demanded to build a paved
road from Bhatiji's Muwada
towards Aniyor.

Ruined my life, my fault?
Pharma company owner commits suicide after getting sister-in-law
pregnant, excerpts of sister-in-law's social media chat surfaced

My fault in this? Ruined my
life, these words are not about
a relationship between a lover
and a lover, but between a
mother and a sister-in-law. A
shocking detail has come to
light in the case of stigmatizing
relations in the member
society. In this whole case
Saga Masa had physical
relations with his sister-in-law
and the sister-in-law got
pregnant. After enduring

many tortures, Bhani
eventually committed suicide
out of boredom.

Some excerpts of Bhani's
social media chats with Masa
before committing suicide
have surfaced. Bhani has
already said goodbye to the
world. When the girl's friend
told this whole thing in front
of her family, the whole pot
exploded. A police complaint
has been registered in this
matter. When a shameful
incident of the society comes
to the fore, questions have
arisen for consideration
regarding the relationship of
a member of the society.
Currently, the police
investigation of this entire
shameful incident is going on.

In Ahmedabad, a shocking
case has come to light that
Masa, a relative of Bhani,
raped her for four consecutive
years against her will after
giving her a job in his pharma
company. Fed up with Masa's
antics, Bhani quit her job and
committed suicide fearing
disgrace in the society. Before
committing suicide, Bhani had
sent a message to Naradham
Masa, in which it was written
that you have played with my
life for three years, what have
I wasted or ruined my life, was
my show wrong? Now it has
come to the point of dying,
what did you do, it is not
bearable.

The girl, Rahul (name
changed), resident of Vejalpur
area, working in a pharma
company in Changodar since
2020, has filed a complaint of

rape, abetment of suicide
against a person residing in
Bhopal in Vejalpur police
station. Rahul lives with his
wife in a rented house in
Vejalpur and is currently
unemployed. Rahul's two-
year-old daughter lives with
her parents in the village.
Rahul and his wife had been
living with his 22-year-old
sister Nisha (name changed)
for the past seven years. Nisha
was working in a pharma
company located at
Changodar since 2020. Nisha
and her friend Jaya (name
changed) used to come home
together from Changodar. A
pharma company located in
Changodar belongs to Naresh
and is called Nisha Masa.
Rahul starts an
investigation to find out the
real reason behind Nishana's
suicide.Naresh has two
brothers, one Bhupat and the
other Dilip, who own the
company. Nisha quit the job on
1 July 2024. Nisha committed
suicide by hanging herself at
her home on 13 July 2024
while looking for another job.
Nisha's body was cremated in
her own village after the post-
mortem. As soon as the death
was over, Rahul started an
investigation to find out the
real reason behind Nissha's
suicide. Rahul asked all the
family members the reason
behind Nisha's death and later
asked Jaya. Jaya told Rahul on
the phone that Naresh, the

owner of our company, had
been communicating with me
on Instagram since February
2024 and I had deleted all the
messages. In the month of
April, Nisha came to Jaya and
asked for her mobile phone.
Jaya gave her mobile to Nisha.
Nisha saw Jaya's chat with
Naresh on Instagram and
returned the mobile.

The relationship between
Nisha and Jaya cracks after
communicating with Naresh
The relationship between
Nisha and Jaya cracks, so
much so that she stops
communicating with Naresh.
On June 29, when Nisha and
Jaya were present in the
company, Nisha told Jaya that
Nareshbhai, the owner of this
company, is my cousin and
since six months after I joined
the company, my uncle often
used to take advantage of my
loneliness and told me that
you Make me happy, I will
make your life, they used to
trap you by saying this. Naresh
often had sex against Nishan
in his office. Nisha told Jaya
that my masa has ruined my
life, so you don't talk about her.
Otherwise your life will also be
bad. On June 30, Nisha also
sent a video of her and Naresh
on Instagram and asked to
save it. Nisha also got
pregnant because of Naresh.
Rahul has also filed a
complaint of rape, abetment
of suicide in Vejalpur police
station in this matter.
